Extract from the mountain rescue website for logs on 17th July 2010. 

17/07/10 (3.58 p.m.) - Saturday    
Whist searching for the missing male, the team were called out to respond to a '999' from 

an informant who reported a dislocation injury (Knee or Shoulder) with a location 
description of the bad step on the Corridor Route but a grid reference of 

Styhead.  Around 15 team members attended from both incident 41 and from home. 
Whilst the team were making their way on the fell, the air ambulance managed to land on 

and evacuate the casualty to hospital.  Incident closed at around 6.00 p.m.

17/07/10 (8.50 a.m.) - Saturday    
Team were called out by the police to carry out searches in the Cleator, Longlands Lake 
area for a male in his early 50's who had been missing for 3 days.  Around fifteen team 

members from Wasdale MRT, supported by four SARDA (Lakes) search dogs and members 
of the Cockermouth MRT spent the day looking for the missing person.  At 4.00 p.m. a 

further call came in for an injury on Scafell Pike.  Cockermouth MRT continued the search 
whilst Wasdale attended the second incident.
